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With a customized survey at the end of the school year, we have collected the thoughts of students,
100% of them think that by teaching the quotes to them through video made them more aware of
being a responsible person.
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® As many of the quotes were from people outside of Hong Kong, they may not be familiar with
most of them. Thus, the impact of the quotes may be lessened by the lack of empathy towards a
foreigner whom students do not know. However, these quotes are indeed powerful and simple
enough to get the message across to the students. They are still effective at reminding our students
to be a responsible person.
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It is suggested to keep the quotation posters in the print-rich material box; teachers may make use of
them in the future. Alternatively, in the future, when teaching quotes from foreigners around the
world, we may prepare a more detailed lesson learning the life of that person. On the other hand, we
may translate Chinese quotes from a famous Chinese person if there exist quotes that match the value
education we are focusing on that year.
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Data was collected from APLus platform. Individually, 97% of the classes can achieve 70% or
above in the category of flip classroom exercises. Collectively, all the classes attained an
average of 76.4% in the category.
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® The majority of the students can handle self-learning through APLus at home. Only one class
fell slightly below the targeted 70% because the system calculated the average without
accounting for students who had dropped out of our school.

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® Even though we have achieved our goal, a portion of our students fell short of our targeted 70%.
In order to help these students, it 1S recommended that teachers may still go through the task
with the students first before letting them finish at home. Alternatively, teachers may borrow
